Historians, both ancient and modern, have paid attention to documenting the
history of the Hijaz region in all its aspects—political, social, economic, and
scientific. Special books were authored on the history of the Hijaz, and general
historical works have also provided us with much information about its history.

A great Egyptian historian, the scholar ‘Abdulrahman ibn Hasan al-Jabarti (d.
1241 AH / 1826 CE), in his book ‘Aja’ib al-Athar fi al-Tarajim wa al-Akhbar, which
is considered one of the most important sources of the history of Egypt in the 12th
and 13th centuries AH, addressed many historical aspects related to the Hijaz. Since
he lived during significant events in the Hijaz, he referred to a number of occurrences
in the Arabian Peninsula in general, giving them historical attention due to their
importance, as well as the religious, political, and economic significance of the Hijazi
lands, in addition to the Hijaz’s administrative subordination to the province of Egypt
at that time.

From this perspective arose the idea of this research: an attempt to explore what
al-Jabarti recorded in his history concerning political, social, and scientific life, along
with related historical events in the Hijaz region from the beginning of the 13th
century AH until al-Jabarti’s death in 1241 AH / 1826 CE, through his book ‘Aja’ib
al-Athar fi al-Tarajim wa al-Akhbar, as it constitutes one of the significant sources of
that period.

The research includes:

An introduction about the historian al-Jabarti, his history, his methodology in
writing history, and the reasons for his concern with the news of the Hijazm,The
geographical location of the Hijaz region and its importance to Muslims,An overview
of political and social life in the Hijaz before al-Jabarti’s era, A section on political
life in the Hijaz through al-Jabarti’s history, A section on scientific and social life in
the Hijaz through al-Jabarti’s history, A conclusion that includes the most important

findings.

Manuscript houses in the world, inside and outside Turkey, are filled with a
large number of Turkish manuscripts related to the Two Holy Mosques, the topics of
which are varied and numerous. Most of this Islamic scientific manuscript heritage
related to the Two Holy Mosques has remained in its Turkish language without being
transferred to the Arabic language to expand the scope of its use for all researchers.
Perhaps One of the most important of these manuscripts is the manuscript “Taybat al-
Azkar” written by Darwish Ahmad, known as “Shakari zadeh” This man had gone in
the year 1206 AH/1791 AD to Medina, accompanied by its judge, Ataullah
Muhammad Effendi, and after performing the Hajj, he stayed there in Medina for a
year, during which he recorded all the religious occasions and celebrations of the
people of Medina there, in addition to recording some of the customs of its residents.

Despite this source message, it was referred to in an article published in 2003
AD in the Journal of the Medina Research and Studies Center under the title
“Traditions of Service and Rituals in the Prophet’s Mosque in 1206 AH”’; However,
this introductory article contained a clear error, as this treatise, the subject of the study,
was attributed to Qoja Mustafa Darwish Ahmad, and it is known that he died in the
year 918 AH/1512 AD, that is, about three centuries before the time of the writing of
the treatise.

Perhaps this thesis, which we are examining in the study, constitutes a new
addition to those sources that have been written about the Arabian Peninsula in
general, and reveals an important source of historical sources that rise to the level of
a document and that dated that city under the Ottoman administration in the beginning
of the thirteenth century AH, and represents a new window on Religious and social

life in Medina during that period.

Sailors' diaries are considered one of the most important historical sources for
the countries of the Arabian Peninsula overlooking the Arabian Gulf, due to the
descriptive information they contain about the cities that ships visited and aspects of
life there. Among these sources are the diaries of sailors on American ships that
frequented the ports of the Arabian Gulf, especially Muscat, during the first half. From
the nineteenth century, during these voyages, members of the ship’s crew recorded
their observations of the Gulf in diaries and published them, the most prominent of
which are: the memoirs of the chaplain of the American ship “Columbia” Fitch W.
Taylor; He recorded the details of his trip to the Gulf in the year 1838 in the first
volume of his memoirs, “The Flag Ship Or a Voyage around the World, in the United

States Frigate Columbia,” and was observed therein. His journey to the Gulf, the
circumstances that directed them on their way to Muscat, and the aspects of Arab life
there.

Hence, this research sheds light on what Taylor observed during his voyage, by
identifying the motives for the voyages of American ships to the Arabian Gulf, the
most important of these voyages, and the memoirs written by the sailors of those ships,
and introducing the author of the voyage, the motives for the voyage, and his journey
in the Gulf all the way to Muscat. The political, economic, and social conditions of
Muscat considering what Taylor mentioned in his memoirs, and the role of sailors’
memoirs in drawing the mental image of the Arabian Peninsula in the United States

of America during that era.

There exists a vast number of unknown manuscript treasures in various repositories,

both public and private. The content of many such manuscripts presents a significant challenge
for researchers, necessitating the application of codicology principles to their investigations.
This is particularly relevant when re-editing manuscripts that have already been edited multiple
times in the past. Re-editing a manuscript holds notable importance, driven primarily by two
fundamental motivations: skepticism about the reliability of previous editions and curiosity to
reassess their claimed credibility through critical evaluation of the editors’ interpretations
alongside revisiting the original manuscript or holograph content.

Among the unknown manuscripts, particularly in terms of their origins, including the
identity of their authors, is Kitab Lama“ al-Shihab fi Sirat Muhammad ibn Abd al-Wahhab. This
manuscript, widely circulated in the field of modern history for the past six decades, has been
edited multiple times.

The significance of this study revolves around a central question regarding the essence
of Kitab Lama“ al-Shihab: Has the veil of mystery surrounding the manuscript's origins been
fully lifted? Specifically, has the ambiguity concerning the authenticity of the manuscript
housed in the British Library, along with other unknown aspects such as the author’s
background and the material and intrinsic composition of the dossier, been entirely resolved in
the four previous editions of Kitab Lama“ al-Shihab?

This research relies on data collection methods to examine selected examples from the
components of the dossier, encompassing five manuscripts of varying themes, including Kitab
Lama“ al-Shihab. Codicology principles are employed alongside two approaches from the
science of logic for textual analysis; deduction to distill facts and induction to construct
probabilistic or likely hypotheses regarding the chronological development of the manuscript.
Comparative analysis serves as a dynamic mechanism to present the study's materials within
the main text and its margins.

Using these five methodological tools, the study aims to uncover new facts, challenge
existing hypotheses by refuting some, proposing alternatives, and supporting and developing
others. These efforts are directed toward presenting insights into the circumstances surrounding
the creation of Kitab Lama“ al-Shihab. The findings lead to two key recommendations. First of
which is the necessity of subjecting this manuscript—and other similarly obscure works—to
specific codicological elements not previously applied, to uncover additional factors
influencing their production and composition; the second is the importance of conducting
rigorous critical reviews of any previous editions of manuscripts, regardless of their apparent
scholarly credibility or the approval of earlier critical reviews.

Diplomatic Balance in the Policy of Imam Turki bin Abdullah Al Saud towards
the Ottoman State (1240-1249 AH /1825-1833 AD)

The research addresses the policy adopted by Imam Turki bin Abdullah in his
dealings with the Ottoman Empire during his reign. He initially worked to avoid direct
confrontation with it and later sought its support through friendly correspondence with
its governors. However, he deliberately distinguished between his approach toward
the governors of Iraq and Egypt. He realized the impossibility of establishing amicable
relations with the governor of Egypt, who was committed to preventing the
establishment of a Saudi state. Therefore, he avoided any clash with him by all
possible means. In contrast, he pursued rapprochement and friendly relations with the
governors of Iraq. He also sought to take advantage of the conflict between the
Egyptian governor and the Ottoman Sultan to strengthen his own position and move
closer to the Ottoman side, aiming to gain their support in countering Muhammad
Ali’s aggression and continuing the process of state-building. Despite his full
awareness that the Ottomans could not be fully trusted, he adopted a strategy that

would allow him to build the state while minimizing expected Ottoman interference.

The significance of the research
lies in its re-examination of the Second Saudi State’s political project from a regional
perspective, highlighting its ability to assert itself as a key player in the face of major
powers.

The research is structured around several axes: the first addresses the general
context of the Arabian Gulf during the study period; the second analyzes the patterns
of relations between the Second Saudi State and political entities in the Arabian Gulf;

In his book, “My Pilgrimage to Makkah,” the traveler Maltsan presented
important scientific, historical, geographical, economic, political, and archaeological
material. He left a diary record. Maltsan’s descriptions of the sights he visited were
accurate. Despite this, it was certainly a Western point of view, with prejudice against
the Islamic religion and Muslims.

Maltsan described life in Makkah accurately. He gave detailed analytical
information about the houses, shops, and streets. He also described customs and
traditions, crafts, industries, roads, food and clothing, and methods of dealing. He tried
to be fair and just, through his wanderings within the neighborhoods of Makkah,
which gave the research scientific force. In his description and analysis.

Maltsan showed that slaves in the East were treated well, and Maltsan's brief
and moderate account of slaves in the Holy Land served to remove some of the
ambiguity that surrounded that issue.

The research entitled "Jeddah Trade in the Mid-19th Century Through French
Archival Documents" focuses on French archival documents held both at the Overseas
Archives Center of Aix-en-Provence in Marseille, and at the French Diplomatic
Archives in the city of Nantes, its content includes commercial information.

The documents we relied on in our study consist of three samples of archival
files ; the first file is held at the Overseas Archives Center "Aix-en-Provence". It is a
commercial archive report, written on January 15, 1850 by "Arnaud" for the Minister
of the Navy and Colonies concerning the Red Sea trade with India, Egypt, Persia,
Turkey and Europe, and includes statistics on exports and imports, and the types of
goods, their quantities and their prices. In this report, we have selected a section on
the activity of the port of Jeddah. As for the second and third documents, they come
from the Diplomatic Archives Center in Nantes. They consist of statistical tables
showing us the activity of the commercial port of Jeddah from December 1854 to May
1855, and a table for exports, and another for imports from the port of Jeddah for
various types of products, and their destinations for the year 1857. We extracted from
the research a significant set of results, which confirmed to us the commercial role of
the port of Jeddah over time, which was also an important link connecting the Islamic
world with its holy places as Mecca and Medina, and the increase in goods imported
through this port from 1850 to 1857 allowed the wealth of the merchants of the city
of Jeddah to be born. And among the recommendations of the study, there is the
attention and use of French archival documents in historical studies of the Arabian
Peninsula in the 19th and 20th centuries.

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Evolution of Maritime Transportation and Its Impact on Jeddah
Port (1829-1882 AD)

Sailing ships were one of the most important aspects of the prosperity of the
port of Jeddah, but the political and economic transformations witnessed by the
Ottoman Empire in the 1830s played a major role in increasing the European presence
in Jeddah, which in turn worked to increase Western shipping companies. With the
increase in the activity of steamships in the Red Sea, the role of sailing ships, which
were one of the most important sources of strength for Jeddah merchants, declined.

The increase in the number of ships of Western companies led to a significant
increase in the movement of goods in the port, in addition to the speed of arrival and
the low cost of transportation.

With the provision of the
greatest amount of facilities on board these ships, the number of poor pilgrims in
Jeddah increased. The crowding on board these ships also contributed to the
transmission of epidemics and diseases in Jeddah and the Hijaz.

Sicil-i Ahval (The civil registry) books are considered one of the most
important documents of the Ottoman archive because they were and still are the main
source for biographies and biographies of employees in the Ottoman Empire in the
last quarter of the nineteenth century. Sicil-i Ahval books were recorded in the last
quarter of the nineteenth century in the period extending from the year 1879 AD until
1909 AD, and during During this period of thirty years, the number of books that were
recorded reached more than two hundred books, which included the CVs of nearly
one hundred thousand employees of the Ottoman Empire. These books included
detailed information about their biographies, and despite their great importance, I did
not find any study on them in Arabic.

The research aims to introduce the civil registry books, their importance, the
method of writing them, their sections, and how to benefit from them in the history of
the Arabian Peninsula and the Hijaz in particular. For this reason, we divided the
research into an introduction and three sections, In The introduction we dealt with the
Ottoman administration in The Hejaz state, its development and conditions in the
second half of the nineteenth century. The first section dealt with: introducing Sicil-i
Ahval books, their method, importance, contents, and the modern studies through
which they were conducted. The second section dealt with the status of the people of
Hijaz among state employees, in which we compared the number of employees from
the people of Hijaz and employees from twenty other states and cities. In third section:
We dealt with the Hijazis in Sicil-i Ahval books, who numbered 196, and we
mentioned the employee’s name and title, his father’s name and title, his job, the date
of birth of the author of the translation, his place of birth, his job, the date of his work,
and his age when he started it. Then we included the conclusion and a list of sources

and references.

Among the most
important of these trips was the trip of Henry Whitelock, in which he recorded his
observations on the coasts of the Arabian Peninsula during... The period of his
mission, assigned by the Indian Navy in the period from (1821 - 1835 AD), included
a description of the coasts of the Arabian Peninsula on the Arabian Gulf, islands, ports,
and fisheries. His trip also dealt with social aspects: such as population, tribes, dress,
marriage, foods, and raising children. And educating them, and performing and
preserving religious rituals on the coasts of Oman, the Emirates, Al-Ahsa, Najd, and
Bahrain. It also dealt with geographical aspects: such as describing the ports and bays
and the nature of the coasts, islands and valleys. It also dealt with economic aspects:
such as pearl fisheries, the number of fishermen and ships working in fishing, fishing
times, the most important ports used, the commercial exchange of the island’s coasts
with each other and with abroad, the most important agricultural products on the
coasts, fish and animals. available on the Arabian coasts, and he also referred to the
breeding of horses and camels in the Arabian Peninsula.

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Ulrich Jasper Seetzen’s journey to Mecca and Medina
1809-1810/1224-1225 A.-H

This study examines the journey of the German orientalist and traveler Ulrich
Jasper Seetzen to Mecca and Medina, during the period 1809-1810 (1224-1225 A.H),
as part of his bigger journey to the near east (1802-1811/1217-1226 A.H). Seetzen is
considered as one of the most famous travelers to Near East during the early decades
of the nineteenth century, who wrote about it in a scientific manner without issuing
pre-judgments, in light of traditions and stereotypical negative images drawn about
the East since the days of the Crusades.

Seetzen recorded his observations and notes, through the eyes of a doctor and
anthropologist, documenting the details of his Journey in his memories and
correspondence. He acquired thousands of manuscripts and archaeological artifacts
from the East, sending t them to ‘Gotha’ in Germany, thereby contributing to the
establishment of one of the most important museums of oriental collections in Europe,
he was the first to transfer texts of the Yemeni Musnad script or the inscriptions of
South Arabic script to Europa.

The study aims to collect the details of Seetzen’s Journey to Mecca and
Medina, to trace its path, and to present what he observed about the history and culture
of the region and its Peoples, especially since such information is scarce and scattered
in his letters. Finally, the historical description method and the comparative approach
will be primarily used in this study.

The research sheds new lights on the book of the British traveler and orientalist
W. C. Blunt and its title is “The future of Islam”

It starts with introducing the author, his biography, writings and the
circumstances where he wrote the book, also, his goals in relation to the political elite
and the public opinion in Britain. The book tackles his interest in the idea of the
deterioration of the Islamic Caliphate in the reign of Sultan Abd El Hameed II. Also,
the consequences of its fall and the study of the potential forces to occupy the position
of Caliphate, which led him to propose the emergence of an alternative Quaraysh
Caliphate in the Islamic world.

Blunt visited Jeddah, Egypt and, Syria to study the subject. Where he was able
to offer a detailed account of the new “Wahhabi”, describing them as having
established a new school called the “Almouhidin” school. He described the Caliphate
as having reached a stage of intellectual weakness and the spiritual influence of the
Sultans. Focusing on the period from the middle of the 18th century until the title of
the Caliph.

He added that the awakening of the religious feelings that resulted from the
“Wahabbi movement” came as a threat to the Ottoman Sultan. Blunt understood that
Muslims are convinced that the Ottoman Empire will not last. This deterioration
would cause the new government to arise in the Arabian Peninsula “the birth place of
Islam”.

Blunt communicated this matter, stating that “there is an agreement upon this
matter”. He concluded that the Caliphate was to be declared in Mecca following the
collapse of the Ottoman Empire. He pointed the importance to the British to encourage
the restoration of the Islamic Caliphate in Mecca. Blunt confirms the role played by
Britain in the future of Islam, as opposed to the other European countries. He states
that the fall of Istanbul will make the Islamic nations look to Britain for guidance and

protection.
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French Interests in the Red Sea in the First Half of the 19th Century

Due to the expansion of the
British Empire in various seas and oceans at the expense of its rival, France, it was
deemed necessary to navigate towards the Red Sea and control some of its crucial
sites.

Based on the above, the goal of this study is to understand the reasons behind the
French interest in Kamaran Island and the role of the trader Mohammed bin Aqeel
Al-Saqqafin facilitating their mission and purchasing the island.

- The state of the Red Sea and its islands and the main international powers present
at the beginning of the 19th century.
- The political and cultural role of Kamaran Island during the study period and
the reasons for European powers' interest in it.

This study concludes with a summary and some results derived from the study.

At the early years of the 19th century Britain adopted a consistent policy
towards the Arabian Gulfregion, characterized by "non-interference in tribe's affairs".
This policy remained unwavering until 1947, when responsibility for the Arabian Gulf
transferred from the Indian government to the British Foreign Office in London.
Nevertheless, British officials in the region often deviated from and disregarded this
principle when their interests were perceived to be under threat. They would resort to
employing coercive measures, military interventions, or the cessation of financial aid.
The employment of force was limited to specific situations; one of them is imminent
risks to the lives and affaires of British subjects.

This study focuses on endangerment of the lives and finances of British
subjects in Muscat during a period during a period spanning from1868 to 1895. The
starting date 1868 witnesses by the collapse of the Allies of Britain Al-Busaidi dynasty
and the rise of the Ibadi conservative regime led by Imam Azan bin Qais to power in
Oman. Whereas the endpoint of the study 1895 is witnessed events that greatly
impacted Sultan Faisal bin Turki Al Busaidi's reign (1888-1913).

During that period, British subjects encountered varying circumstances in
terms of their degree of danger, necessitating the intervention of the British political
agent in Muscat to protect them wealth. The original aim of this work is to delineate
more clearly the relation between these events and the general British Policy in the
Arabian Gulf. the precise analyze and concrete evidence lie in documents from the
British Foreign Office, the Government of India, and the archives of Indian extracts,
in addition to relevant contemporary studies. The following focal points will be
emphasized in our examination:

This presentation is an attempt to contribute, as much as possible, in

introducing an aspect that remained absent from studies and researches that were
concerned with the history of the Arabian Peninsula. By this we specifically mean the
solidarity perspective that the people of this region showed with their fellow
components of the Islamic nation in cases of invasion from foreign/external powers.

We have tried to test the validity of this hypothesis by scrutinizing a famous
historical incident that had a profound impact on the security and future of the Islamic
nation at large, which is the event known as the Napoleon Bonaparte’s Campaign in
Egypt in 1798. Through this, we demonstrated the solidarity that the people of Hijaz
showed towards their Egyptian brethren when they were fighting the Army of the East
in the various regions of Egypt. On this occasion, we explained how this Jihad
contribution reached its peak when it joined in a united combat front with the people
of Morocco.

We also tried to bring into prominence the images of this solidarity between
the two parties through four situations in which the people of Hijaz and the people of
Morocco faced, as one camp, the Army of the East. One of the main conclusions we
came up with is the important influence of this Jihad contribution on the course of the
Napoleonic Campaign and its future and how it strongly contributed to hastening the
departure of the French by the end of August 1801.

The study is based on the
historical, descriptive and analytical approach, and has reached a set of results, the
most important of which are: The markets of the villages southeast of Taif are located
in the villages with abundant agricultural production, high population density and
strategic location on the main roads, and were affected by three main factors, namely:
natural, administrative and political factors, and traders and shoppers traded many
local and imported goods, in accordance with the market law recognized by the
population, and was followed up and supervised by a group of individuals, which
contributed to the discharge of surplus production of the population and satisfy their
living needs, and strengthened social ties between them, which enabled them to
establish Complementary economic relations with the markets of neighboring cities
such as Makkah, Jeddah, Taif, the Tihama region (Al-Laith and Al-Qunfudah), and
Al-Baha (Ghamed and Zahran), and women participated in the activities of the
commercial market, and men did not object to their presence, but rather appreciated
their effort in providing the necessary goods, and their role did not stop at that, but

contributed to many voluntary and charitable work in them.

This paper, entitled "Commercial Activities in Hijaz during the Period of (1281
AH-1291 AH / 1865-1875 AD) in the Light of the Indian Hajj Travelogues", explores
the commercial and agricultural activities of Hijaz during the early modern period. It
is divided into six sections along with an introduction, conclusion, and bibliography.
The first section highlights the importance of travel in Islamic civilization, and its role
in exploring the self, political, cultural and social nuances, and strengthening the
understanding of the concept of cosmopolitan societies in the Islamic civilization and
the early period of globalization. The second section briefly deals with the history of
writing Hajj travelogues, tracing it back to the sixteenth century AD in India. The
travel memoir of Sheikh Abdul Haq Muhaddith Dahlawi, “Jazbul Quloob ila Diyare
al-Mahboob,” written in Persian, is considered the oldest Hajj travel memoir in India.
Even though Persian ceased to be the primary medium of scholarly and literary
language in the nineteenth century India, it remained a significant source of inspiration
for Urdu writers. Travelogues written in Persian and Arabic in the precolonial India
provided the literary template for travel writing in Urdu as well, helping it to become
a literary genre in Urdu in the colonial period. The third segment of the article offers
a brief introduction of the authors and their memoirs from whom this article has
significantly benefitted. The fourth section gives details about the commercial
activities, shopping centers, itinerant traders, the prevalence of various currencies,
remittance, the profession of money changer, weights and prices, human resources,
camel drivers, employment of servants in homes, slave trade, real estate revenues,
restaurants, cafes, and etc., in the Hijaz region. The fifth section, “Agricultural
Activities”, delves into the intricacies of the agricultural life in Hijaz and discusses
the agricultural techniques prevalent there at the time. For example, it analyzes palm
cultivation, fruit production, the method of irrigating agricultural crops, and raising
livestock. The sixth section, “Manufacturing and Handicraft Activities”, deals with
some of the popular professions and handicrafts in Hijaz, such as beams, the
manufacture of fans, chains, ropes, pillows, mats, and manufacturing of door, boxes,
household utensils, wooden incense burners, sackcloth, hand fans, palanquins, etc.

Despite significant studies that dealt with diseases and epidemics in Hijaz
during the 19th century AD, there is an aspect that still requires more in-depth
research, especially the methods used by European countries to exploit the spread of
cholera epidemic in Hijaz, and the deaths of a number of their Muslim citizens, to
justify their interference in Hijaz’s internal affairs and its sovereignty.

Therefore, the objectives of this study are as follows:

1- Shedding light on the relationship between the health situation in Hijaz and
European interventions in its internal affairs during the 19th century AD.

2- Identifying the diseases spreading in Hijaz during the 19th century AD,
especially the cholera epidemic, which the Europeans turned from a purely Ottoman
affair into an international issue, under the pretext of protecting their Muslim citizens
when performing the Hajj rituals every year.

3- Highlighting the positions of European countries and their undeclared goals
of internationalizing the health situation in Hijaz, as a means of controlling its
resources.

4- Discussing the positions of Britain, France and Russia, and the arguments
that each country relied on, to achieve its colonial interests in Hijaz.

According to the interpretations contained in this research and the
contradictions it revealed in the positions of European countries, the study came out
with a fundamental conclusion: the European interference in the internal affairs of
Hijaz occurred under the guise of "humanitarianism", but in fact, it aimed to
undermine the sovereignty of Hijaz and exert political pressure on the Ottoman
Empire to weaken it.
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The writings of European travelers from the thirteenth century AH provide as
significant resources for examining the residents of Mecca, hence enhancing the value
of this topic. The study commenced with a concise biography of the visitors who
penetrated Mecca during the 13th Hijri (19th AD) century, their knowledge sources,
and the motivations for the influx of diverse races to this sacred city and its subsequent
settlement. The foremost travelers are Burckhardt, Leon Roche, Burton, and John
Fryer Keane. The research focused on the key demographic components, the customs
associated with them, their income sources, and their principal traits and traditions,
while also assessing the tourists' observations from a scientific perspective, both

favorable and unfavorable. Ultimately, it culminated in the findings that the researcher
addressed.

This research deals with the Zamazama in Mecca during the years 1209-1210
AH /1795-1796 AD. They are the ones who sell Zamzam water to the pilgrims inside
the Grand Mosque or sell it in the streets and alleys of Mecca. The research showed
that they are a large group inside Mecca. And They have their own guild. They are
managed by the Sheikh of Al-Zamazma, and he supervises all the water workers in
the Holy Mosque. It also discussed the nature of Al-Zamzami’s work and the means
that help him in his work, such as: the seclusion designated for him, inside the Grand
Mosque in Mecca. It was often located next to the doors, such as the Ali bin Abi Talib
Gate and the Zayda Gate, and each room was filled with drinking Tools. From large
flasks (Al-Aziar), and small flasks To cool the water inside, And a copper vessel for
pilgrims to drink from. Each member of the Zamazama has carpets and mats inside
the courtyard of the Grand Mosque for pilgrims to sit on after sunset. They are an
active group that performs many tasks, such as: delivering Zamzam water to the
pilgrims’ place of Accommodation for drinking and washing as well, as well as
distributing water to some of the homes of the people of Mecca, For anyone who
wants. The research also indicated the most famous families that worked in Al-
Zamazamah in Mecca, In addition to other activities that they carry out other than
selling water, such as: Participating in washing the Holy Kaaba and exporting
Zamzam water. The research also dealt with the most important endowments that the
Ottoman sultans, some of their families, and other senior statesmen endowed on
Zamazema, The names of those who benefited from it, and the funds allocated to
them, Which arrive in Mecca from Istanbul every year in the month of Rajab. The
study showed that some of these endowments were for their efforts in selling and
distributing water to pilgrims, and sometimes for carrying out other tasks such as:
Participation in Holy Qur’an reading circles as a Continuous charity for the owner of

the endowment.
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Scientific Communication with the Islamic World: Trips of Chinguitty

Pilgrimages to the Holy Places Effects and Impact

The journey regardless of its type is one of the main reasons for the prosperity
and development of societies in general, as well as the way to remove these societies
from the atmosphere of monotony .Since the trips to the holy places are well known
and targeted, That is, it is of an Islamic character, no wonder if these trips represent
an opportunity for dialogue, meeting and forum for cultures, it also represented at the
same time a manifestation of communication between Bilad Chinguitt and the Holy
places despite all the transient circumstances and crises. One of the simplest results of
these trips was that it enabled the integration of Bilad Chinguitt into its Arab-Islamic
world as an entity with common values, concerns and objectives. In addition, the
science and culture of these trips to the Chinguitty sphere, which were credited with
the country's acquisition of some self-sufficiency in the field of knowledge,
contributed to the creation of an atmosphere of cultural communication between the
East in general and the Holy places in particular, on which the Arab culture shared the
two spheres was based for a long time before the colonization.

This study aims to produce documented research that describes the Javanese

journey to the Grand Mosque at the end of the thirteenth century AH / nineteenth
century AD, and identifies its landmarks and religious and scientific purposes through
the manuscript book: Al-Qawl Al-Tahif fi Translating the History of the Life of
Sheikh Ahmed Khatib bin Abdul Latif Al-Minkabawi Al-Jawawi, It was written by
Sheikh Ahmad Khatib Al-Jawi, one of the contemporary Javanese travelers and
eyewitnesses. He translated it for himself, then wrote down a diary of the journey he
lived in all its details from his departure from Java until his landing in Mecca in the
year 1287 AH. He performed the Hajj and then joined with his father, three of his
cousins, and other compatriots in the circles of knowledge. Until he became a teacher
in the Grand Mosque.

Ibn al-Khatib succeeded in conveying to those who came after him his own
experience of the journey to the Grand Mosque, and at the same time he recorded the
news of the Javanese journey in a manner characterized by accuracy and
comprehensiveness. It is not surprising that he is one of the people of knowledge and
in his blogs there are many benefits about Java during the time of the Dutch
occupation and the route of the sea Hajj journey from there to Mecca, means of
transportation, the impact of the international situation on it, disembarkation at the
port of Jeddah, the Javanese pilgrims, how they receive and send pilgrims, their places
of residence in Mecca during the season, visiting Medina, and the role of the pilgrims
there in guiding visitors...etc.

Ibn al-Khatib is distinguished by his great interest in the scientific life in the
Grand Mosque and in social life in Mecca in general, as he informed us of the circles
of knowledge and the sheikhs of the Holy Mosque, the scientific movement in it, and
the relations of its scholars with the scientific and political life in Java. At the same
time, he immersed himself in the interior of Meccan society and became an
intermarriage with one of its men, for a long period of his stay. After completing the
request, he returned to his country to acquire the knowledge he had acquired.

Since the Hejaz region represented an important position for the sultans of the
Ottoman Empire, they were keen to advance the scientific aspects therein, given the
presence of the Two Holy Mosques in Mecca and Medina, which were considered an
important tributary supplying the rest of the regions of the Ottoman Empire with
scholars who graduated from these two mosques. Some have described education in
the Two Holy Mosques as being a mosque and a university.

Education was not limited to the Two Holy Mosques only, but the sultans of
the state and the people established schools and schools, and this was clearly evident
during the rule of Sultan Abdul Majeed I and his brother Abdul Aziz. Teaching
sessions in the Grand Mosque during their rule reached one hundred and twenty
sessions.

Colonial
movements increased, and with them the trade movement became active in all these
paths. The Arabian Peninsula gained special importance in the trade movement at that
time, so its sea lanes became the main axes of global trade.

These currencies were different
between local currencies whose geographical area does not exceed the tribes and cities
in those quarters, as well as other types of currencies that were widely used in the then
known Islamic world, which are international, mostly in gold and silver.

The cities and tribes of the Arabian Peninsula have traded currencies that we
can say reflect the image that their authority and economy have reached, while the
dinar and the dirham were currencies used for wider trade exchange with the region
and the world, as the Arabian Peninsula witnessed during the study period the
existence of rich markets for the exchange of goods and currencies in its various
regions.

As for the weights and weights, the Arabian Peninsula witnessed different
forms during the study period, for the purpose of facilitating the exchange of goods
and stimulating trade.

The historian Al-Fakhri told us about the currencies in circulation at the time,
such as the red, the new, the dirham, the riyal, the button, the Muhammadiyah, and
the person. He also touched on the pints and weights, such as the pound, the saa ', the
kilo, the medal, the weight, and others. The book dates from 850 AH and ends with
the events of Rabi 'al-Awwal 1288. Al-Fakhri wrote its history until Jumada al-Awwal
1277, the year of his death. His son Abdullah completed the remaining part of the
manuscript until the end of 1288 AH.

This is what our research will include, hoping that it will achieve satisfaction
and acceptance.
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The Roman Empress Maria Theresa rials, or what was known as the Austrian
Thaler, are among the first dated European silver coins that were struck in many cities,
including Germany, these riyals reached the Arabian Peninsula through pilgrims, or
trade deals between the Arabian Peninsula and other countries, the importance of these
riyals was such that in the 13th AH/19AD, it became a well-known global
phenomenon that was indispensable in commercial transactions in the east.

Al Ahsa has been distinguished with many endowments. This is attributed to the
fact that this area is a large agricultural land full of productive gardens especially
palm gardens of big economic revenues.

This study aims to finding out the endowments existing in Al Ahsa.

Most of endowments in Al Ahsa have been categorized in two sections as
below:

First Section: prosperity endowment which is related to prosperity and the
endower is mostly a relative and rarely is a stranger. In this section, the endower
requests something of charity for him such as alms, Koran recitation, Pilgrimage,
sacrifice, etc.

Second Section: Charitable endowment which is related to mosques, schools,
war endowments, way-lost person and other kinds of charity and good deeds.

An endowment has a lot of forms and examples:

Sheer prosperity endowment which may be for houses and farms only and
prosperity endowment together with appointing another charity deed such as a
sacrifice, food and the like and this is the mostly common kind. There is also mosque
endowment that includes mosque staff including the Imam, prayer caller or the drink
laborer and also furniture and furniture maintenance and the like together with book
endowment which is well known on a large scale due to expensive books at that time
and absence of printing presses. An endowment involved all categories of Al Ahsa
community including both men and women, young and adults, slaves and freed
people, natives and expatriates.

One of the difficulties that faced the researcher is that local people were
reserved about documents especially those related to prosperity endowments.

I shall simplify in this research paper particulars about these two kinds of
endowments in Al Ahsa historically and documentarily based on descriptive approach
and focusing on the 13th AH/ 19" AD Century.

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The impact of the Wahhabi call on the thought of Abbas Hilmi Pasha I
(1264-1270 AH /1848-1854 AD)

Sheikh Muhammad bin Abdul Wahhab - the leader of the reformist religious
renaissance in the Arabian Peninsula - was one of the modern scholars who called for sincere
worship to God alone, abandoning heresies, and adhering to the authenticity of the Qur’an and
Sunnah. Despite the purity of this call, the Ottoman Empire and its governors agreed to
eliminate it, but it survived thanks to its simplicity and the speed with which it reached hearts,
to the point that Prince Abbas Hilmi, the grandson of Muhammad Ali and the governor of
Egypt, who was entrusted by the Ottoman Empire with the task of eliminating this call, was
influenced by it and supported it. .

Abbas began to be influenced by the Wahhabi call through its sheikhs and scholars from
the House of Saud, who were captured and placed in the Citadel prison in Egypt. Among them
was one of the sons of Sheikh Muhammad bin Abdul Wahhab, after Ibrahim Pasha seized the
city of Diriyah in 1818 AD. At that time, Abbas was holding the position of Katkhuda Misr,
meaning Governor of Cairo, so he ordered Ali Pasha Jamali, one of his loyal servants, to work
to smuggle the prisoners from the citadel and develop a plan for that so that they were able to
escape. A strong friendship arose between Abbas Pasha and Prince Faisal bin Saud.

As a result of the tense relationship between Abbas and Ibrahim Pasha, Abbas was
forced to emigrate to Hijaz in 1847 AD, and he remained there until the death of his uncle
Ibrahim, and he was summoned to succeed him in power on November 24, 1848 AD. During
Abbas's presence in Hijaz, his connections with the leaders of the Wahhabi call and its scholars
became stronger until he was influenced by it and its teachings, and this became clear during
his period of rule in Egypt. He was known for his adherence to the Islamic religion, his love for
the clerics, and his frequenting of mosques during the month of Ramadan to pray and listen to
religious lessons and sermons. He ordered the repair and establishment of many mosques.

Also during the days of his rule, no one would walk in the streets if the call to prayer
was called. Abbas was the first to establish the Group for the Promotion of Virtue and the
Prevention of Vice in Egypt, and its members would roam the streets of Cairo and Alexandria
to track down those who violated an order of Islamic law, and to flog those who did not pray or
They dress immodestly. Nubar Pasha mentions in his memoirs, “One day Abbas issued orders
to sew the lips of one of his women, because she had practiced smoking in the harem suite,
which means that she had violated his instructions”.

During his stay in Hijaz, Abbas was also influenced by the life of the Bedouins and
the desert. He preferred desert life and ordered the construction of most of his palaces in desert
areas. He was also interested in raising horses, camels, hunting dogs, and other Arab influences,
despite his being of Turkish origin.

This research relies on documents from the National Archives in Cairo, such as Arab
and Turkish Sunni Council documents, Abdeen documents, research portfolios, and some
published documents such as the Nile Calendar and the era of Abbas Hilmi Pasha and
Muhammad Saced Pasha, a collection of letters and orders related to the late Abbas Pasha I,
and other Arab and foreign sources .
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
